2. SERVICE SPECIFICATIONS AND OTHER REQUIREMENTS 

The subject of this public tender is compilation and supply of the Italian and Greek food, recipes and dietary supplements composition databases and daily reference values for Italy and Greece, which will be used for the aims of the EU-funded project PD-manager (»Self management of health and disease: citizen engagement and mHealth«; PHC-26-2014).

In the EU-funded project PHC-26-2014: (»Self management of health and disease: citizen engagement and mHealth« (PD_manager), a mobile app with evidence-based dietary support for patients with Parkinson’s disease will be developed. The mobile app will be localized for Slovenia, Italy and Greece. The localization includes:

· Food Composition Databases (FCDs), 

· recipes, 

· nutritional data on dietary supplements and 

· Daily Reference Values (DRVs). 

For the aim of this localization, we need FCDBs, recipes, nutritional data on dietary supplements and DRVs for Italy and Greece.

SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS

The Italian and Greek FCDs need to comply with the Food data structure and format standard (BS EN 16104:2012), meaning that food composition data are compiled at the highest possible scientific quality, documented with respect to the standard, and provided as the Food Data Transport Package in XML format (Pakkala et al, 2008). The datasets need to cover all the food groups from the EuroFIR classification (LanguaL terms under the term A0777).

Recipes need to include most frequently consumed and typical Italian and Greek dishes and their compositional data may be analyzed or calculated with respect to the standardized recipe calculation method (Reinivuo, 2009). For each country, compositional data for approx. 200 recipes need to be provided as the Food Data Transport Package in XML format.

Dietary supplements need to include most frequently sold supplements in Italy and Greece. For each country, compositional data for dietary supplements need to be provided as the Food Data Transport Package in XML format.

DRVs for macro- and micronutrients, including vitamins, minerals, fatty and amino acids, need to be country specific and up to date. The values must provide Reference Nutrient Intakes (RNIs), Estimated Average Requirements (EARs), Lower Reference Nutrient Intakes (LRNIs) and tolerable Upper intake Levels (ULs). For each country, DRVs need to be provided in XML format.

· 25% upon completion of Deliverable 1
· 25% upon completion of Deliverable 2
· 25% upon completion of Deliverable 3
The Client is obliged to pay an invoice for the service within 30 days after date of invoice.

The contracting parties agree that, in the case of a late payment, the Client has to pay the default interest. 

The Supplier has to enclose, to its own invoice, any invoices issued by the subcontractor(s) that the Supplier had previously approved of. By signing the contract, the Supplier authorises the Client to make direct payments to the subcontractor(s) on the basis of approved invoices and an appropriately concluded contract of assignment.
