2.4 LANGUAGE IN WHICH THE BID SHOULD BE SUBMITTED: 
The bid can be submitted in Slovene or English.
2.5 PREPARATION OF THE BID:
· The bid has to be prepared in line with the data from the list of required publications.

· The bid has to be valid until 31 December 2014.

2.6 ACTING AS A JOINT VENTURE OR A CONSORTIUM:

A group of economic operators are allowed to submit a bid as a joint venture or a consortium. In doing so, the group of economic operators is not required to assume a specific legal form. 	With its pro-forma invoice the bidder guarantees the supply of all the publications from the included list and also commits itself to supply the publications not included in the list under the same conditions as the publications from the list. During the implementation of the contract the contracting authority has the right to cancel the publications no longer required.

	In the case of being selected as the most favourable bidder, the bidder shall submit in 15 days after the conclusion of the contract, a bank Performance Bond (the Uniform Rules for Demand Guarantees (EPGP) issued, the revision in 2010, the MTZ issued under no. 758) corresponding to 10% of the total contractual value without the VAT, applying to the whole duration of the contract and valid for another 30 days after the deadline for the final realisation of the contract.

Therefore, it is in the form given indicative starting price, which should be taken by the provider to the base instead of the list price. After the yearly updating of the subscription list the price can be increased or decreased by the amount, by which the publishers' prices have changed and if the contracting authority's subscription list has changed with respect to the subscription list from the tender documentation. All the prices have to be expressed in euros. The final price has to include all its constituent elements. Any discounts have to be shown separately. 
The bidder entered for each item in the pro-forma invoice price in euros and a maximum of two decimal places. The bidder may not modify the content of the pro-forma invoice.

2.12 GUARANTEE RELATING TO THE PUBLIC PROCUREMENT:

· The contracting authority shall not organise a meeting with the bidders prior to the selection procedure.   

2.14 SUBMISSION OF THE BIDS:

The representatives wishing to be present at the opening, have to present a letter authorising them to attend the event to the selection board prior to the opening of the bids. 
2.16 VALIDITY OF THE BID:

The bid has to be valid until 31 December 2014.
2.17 LEGAL PROTECTION:

Legal protection for bidders, client and public interest in the process of awarding the contract is regulated by the Legal Protection in Public Procurement Procedures Act (the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, No. 43/2011, 63/2013 ZPVPJN).


A request for revision, relating to the content of the publication and / or tender documentation, except in the case of the fourth paragraph of Article 25 of the ZPVPJN, shall be filed within eight working days from the date of publication of the contract notice or the notice of the additional information, information on incomplete procedure or correction, if this notice amend or supplement the requirements or criteria for selecting the best bidder in the tender documentation or previously published information about the contract, but not after the deadline for receipt of the tenders.

The applicant must pay a tax of 3.500,00 euros to the bank account of the Ministry of Finance, IBAN no. SI56 0110 0100 0358 802, name of the bank is the Bank of Slovenia, Slovenska 35, 1505 Ljubljana, Slovenia, SWIFT CODE: BS LJ SI 2X – a tax for revision of the public-procurement procedure.

A request for revision shall be filed in writing directly to the contracting authority, sent by post as registered mail, or sent off as registered mail with an acknowledgment of receipt or electronically, in line with the first paragraph of Article 24 of the ZPVPJN. At the same time the applicant for revision shall send a copy of the revision request also to the ministry responsible for finance.
2.18 WARNING – RELATING TO THE TERMINATION OF THE WARDING PROCEDURE:

If the procedure is stopped due to a request for auditing, none of the parties is allowed to carry out any actions that would make the cancellation, or the change, of the decision concerning the selected bidder difficult, or would affect the impartiality of the selection board.
2.19 NOTICE ON AWARDING THE CONTRACT:
After adopting the report on awarding the public contract, the contracting authority shall send, in line with the provisions of Article 79 of PPA-2, its decision on awarding the public contract to all the bidders. The refused bidder can submit, to the contracting authority, a request for an additional explanation regarding the decision on awarding a public contract. This request has to clearly state which issues should be additionally explained by the contracting authority, and it should be submitted within 3 working days of the receipt of the notification regarding the contracting authority's decision. If the bidder’s request is not filed in due time, if it is incomplete, or if the conditions for filing such a request are not fulfilled the contracting authority shall dismiss the request. The Supplier is responsible for the subcontractors' realisation of the services as if the Supplier itself had realised them, and the Client's approval of the subcontractors does not reduce the Supplier's responsibility for an efficient and timely realisation of contractual tasks. At the same time the subcontractors agree that the Client makes payments to them for the completion of their services instead of the Supplier.

In the case when, after the conclusion of this contract, the Supplier replaces its subcontractor, the Supplier has to submit to the Client, in 5 days after this replacement, the notification stating that the Supplier settled all undisputable liabilities to its previous subcontractor, together with an authorisation for direct payments of the Client to the new subcontractor for the services undertaken and provided by the new subcontractor, and a consent of the new subcontractor to direct payments made by the Client. 

OBLIGATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

Article 8

The Suppliers undertakes to carry out its services efficiently, conscientiously, professionally and with due diligence. 

The Client is obliged to provide all necessary information that can contribute towards an efficient realisation of the services. The information should be timely, covering the agreed details and, in this way, benefiting both parties.  

FORCE MAJEURE 

Article 9

Force majeure is any unforeseen and unexpected event occurring independently of the will of the contracting parties that could not be taken into account at the time of making the framework contract and which can, in any way, affect the implementation of the contract. 

The Supplier is obliged to inform the Client in writing of any such event in 2 working days following its occurrence.

None of the contractual parties is held liable for failure to fulfil any of its obligations when the reasons for the failure are outside the scope of its control. 

BANK GUARANTEE  

Article 10
The Supplier shall submit to the Client, within 15 days of the conclusion of this contract, the Performance Bond corresponding to 10% of the total contractual value for the entire period of this framework contract, which has to be valid for additional 30 days after the deadline from Article 15 of this contract.

The Client shall redeem the Performance Bond if the Supplier does not provide its service in line with the provisions of this framework contract, the requirements and specifications of the tender documentation and if the Client terminates the framework contract due to the Supplier's breaches of confidentiality, significantly delayed supplies and other breaches.
PROFESSIONAL SECRECY  

Article 11

The parties agree that all information and data relating to the performance of this contract constitute a professional secrecy and at the same time undertake to protect all the information carefully and used only in connection with performance of this contract for the period of implementation of the contract, as well as the time after this.

The Supplier shall be obliged to inform their employees and subcontractors to carefully protect information and data relating to the implementation of this contract.

In case of violation of the provisions on professional secrecy, the supplier shall be liable for all direct and indirect damages. Potential misuse of the data also means criminal liability of the offenders.
ANTI-CORRUPTION CLAUSE 

Article 12
If it is found that, during the execution of the public tendering, on the basis of which this contract has been made, or during the execution of this contract, anyone acting in the name of – or on the account of – the Supplier, has promised, offered or given any undue advantage to the Client (the contracting authority), or those employees that had a decisive influence on the choice of the Supplier, in order:  

· to win this public contract, 

· to conclude this contract under more favourable conditions, 

· to omit due diligence in the supervision of the contract implementation,

· to carry out any other act or omission causing damage to the Client or allowing the Client or its employees to obtain an undue advantage,

this contract will be void.

In the case of an alleged existence of the conditions from the first paragraph of this article or from a notification of the Commission for the Prevention of Corruption, or any other responsible body, relating to their alleged existence, the Client shall initiate the proceedings for invalidity of the contract from the first paragraph of this article, or any other measures, in line with the regulations of the Republic of Slovenia. 

FINAL PROVISIONS 

Article 13

Article 14
The Client has to right to withdraw, without a notice period, from the contract with a written notification, if the Supplier does not carry out the obligations from this framework contract in due time and/or at the required quality level, i.e., in line with the provisions of this contract, or if the Supplier breaches the contractual provisions in some other way.  

The withdrawal from the framework contract comes into force on the date of receipt of the written notification about the withdrawal.  

Article 15
The contracting parties shall resolve any disagreement relating to the realisation of this contract by common consent. In the case that they fail to do so, they shall abide by the decision of the competent court in Ljubljana. 

Article 16
All the amendments to this framework contract shall be determined with annexes. 

The contract comes into force on the day when it is signed by both contracting parties under the suspensive condition that the Client receives the Performance Bond from Article 10 of this contract to 10% of the total contractual value wiuthout the VAT.
The contract is drawn up in four identical copies so that each contracting party receives two copies.
