2. INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE BIDDERS  
1. Implementation of the tender:

· The tender is carried out on the basis of Article 25 of the Public Procurement Act-2 (PPA-2) (the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 128/06, 16/08, 19/10 and 18/11). 
· The forms of the tender documentation (TD) are available on the internet: http://www.ijs.si/ijsw/Objave.

  2. In line with Article 80 of PPA-2, the contracting authority may, at any time prior to 

      the opening of the bids stop the public-procurement procedure.
  3. The language in which the bids should be submitted:

       The bidders have to submit their bids in Slovenian or English.
  4.  Extent of a bid:
A bid can be submitted for the complete public tender or for only one of the lots. A bidder has to specify if its bid refers to the complete tender or to only one of the lots. Even when a bidder submits a bid for the complete tender, the bid has to be proposed in such a way as to allow the evaluation of individual lots. 

  5.  Submitting a joint bid with a group of partners or subcontractors:

       A JOINT BID:

A bid may be submitted by a group of contractual partners. This group shall submit a Partnership Agreement stipulating how the public contract awarded within this public-procurement procedure will be executed, specifying, in particular, the leading partner authorized to assume, from the Contracting Authority, the obligations, instructions, and possibly also the payments on behalf of, and for the account of, all the partners, as well as the share and type of services to be performed by each individual partner. The Agreement should clearly stipulate that, in relation to the Contracting Authority, all the partners are collectively and individually liable for the realisation of the entire commitment and each part of it.

A BID INVOLVING subcontractors:

In a subcontracting relationship the main contractor transfers the execution of the whole or a part of the awarded public contract to the third party, namely, a subcontractor. The definition of a subcontractor is given in point 15a of the first paragraph of Article 2 of the Public Procurement Act (PPA-2).

In a public procurement contract, whose implementation is partially or wholly transferred to subcontractors, the main contractor shall authorize the contracting authority to make direct payments to a subcontractor on the basis of the subcontractor’s invoice, previously approved of by the main contractor, or on the basis of some other proof of the completion of a service. On the other hand, the subcontractor is obliged to give its consent to direct payments. Deadlines for the payments made to the main contractor and its subcontractors are the same.

The main contractor involving one or more subcontractors has to have contract(s) with the subcontractor(s) made at the time of concluding its contract with the contracting authority or during the duration of this contract.

7. Requirements for the recognition of the capacities of the bidder:

The proof: The statement of the bidder’s authorised person relating to the offences from the 1st and 2nd paragraphs of Article 42 of PPA-2, and an authorisation enabling the awarding authority to obtain data from the criminal records – Form 4.1

	2.
	The bidder's legal representative (as an individual) has not been convicted of the offences determined in the Penal Code (the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 55/08, 66/08, 39/09).

The proof: The statement of the bidder’s legal representative relating to the offences from the 1st and 2nd paragraphs of Article 42 of PPA-2, and an authorisation enabling the awarding authority to obtain data from the criminal records of individuals – Form 4.2

	3.
	In the case when a consortium of bidders jointly submits a bid, each bidder has to meet the requirements from points 1 and 2, while the compliance with the other requirements shall be examined collectively. When appropriate, the bidder can, in the case of individual orders, refer to the capacities of another partner within the group, irrespective of the legal nature of the bidder's relation with this partner. In such a case the bidder has to submit, to the awarding authority, a proof of having sufficient funds needed for the completion of the contract. This proof can be a written agreement made for this purpose, giving also the name of the legal entity responsible for communicating with the awarding authority.  

The proof: Form 4.3

	4.
	In the case when a bidder shall act together with subcontractors to carry out the contract, the bidder has to include the following in its bid: 

- list of all subcontractors – Form 4.4

- statement of accepting the conditions for a each subcontractor – Form 4.4.1

- subcontractor's consent to direct payments made by the contracting authority to the      

  subcontractor(s) – Form 4.4.2
- authorisation of the bidder allowing the contracting authority to make direct payments to the subcontractor(s) on the basis of approved invoices – Form 4.4.3
Regardless of the number of the subcontractors, only the main contractor (the bidder) is liable to the contracting authority for the obligations undertaken within this public procurement. If the bidder replaces a subcontractor without a prior consent from the contracting authority and without justifiable reasons for this replacement, the contracting authority may withdraw from the framework contract and liquidate the bank's Performance Bond. The details about the subcontractor and the services to be carried out by the subcontractor, its amount, value, place and deadline are the mandatory elements of this framework contract, while direct payments to subcontractors are made in line with PPA-2. The bidder carrying out the contract with one or more subcontractors has to have contract(s) with the subcontractor(s) made at the time of making the bidder’s contract with the contracting authority or during the period of this contract. A subcontractor has to submit a copy of such a contract made with its client (the bidder) to the contracting authority in five days after the conclusion of this contract.   

A subcontractor cannot be a business entity that operates as a company associated with the main contractor in line with the law governing companies. In such a case, direct payments shall be made to the subcontractor, a legal entity or individual that is actually providing, for the company associated with the selected contractor, the goods or services required by the public contract. The selected contractor has to make a contract with this subcontractor, determining the responsibilities and the rights associated with the public contract.

	5.
	In the six months prior to the deadline for submitting the bid, the bidder’s bank account(s) was (were) never frozen.

The proof: A statement from the bank(s), with which the bidder has an account, or form S.BON-1/P (the document should not be issued earlier than three months prior to the deadline for submitting the bid) – Form 4.5

	6.
	The bidder submits a Tender Bond corresponding to 5% of the total bidding price without the VAT, valid for the validity period of the bid, that is by 30 March 2012. All costs relating to the submission of the banking guarantee shall be borne by the bidder.
The proof: The Tender Bond – Form 4.6

	7.
	In the case of being selected as the most favourable bidder, the bidder shall submit, in 10 days after the conclusion of the contract, the bank Performance Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value without the VAT, and the bank Warranty Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value without the VAT. All costs relating to the submission of the banking guarantee shall be borne by the bidder.
The proof: The statement from the bank confirming that it will give, to the selected bidder, a Performance Guarantee and a Warranty Guarantee  – Form 4.7

	8.
	The bidder guarantees the required technical suitability of the equipment in line with the technical requirements from the description of the equipment included in the tender documentation.

The proof: The statement – Form 4.8

	9.
	The awarding authority should not have any negative experiences with the bidder indicating lack of business reliability (repeated inappropriate supply or repeated mistakes made during the supply procedure).  

The proof: The awarding authority's statement that it has had no negative experiences with the bidder – Form 4.9 (each bidder has to submit this statement irrespective of whether the bidder has already done business with the awarding authority or not)

	10.
	The bidder has to present a minimum of 3 references from the last three years (2008 – 2010), and relating to the tendered services.

The proof: The list of references relating to the tendered service – Form 4.10

	11.
	The bidder guarantees a servicing response time for on-site visit of 5 working days after the call.

The proof: The statement regarding the response time – Form 4.11

	12.
	The bidder has to have an appropriate number of employees capable of doing business with the awarding authority. It is required to provide for at least three regularly employed staff members (with an average three-year period of service); these staff members can be fully or partly employed.    

The proof: The statement – Form 4.12


In all cases 1 copy of a proof is sufficient, even when a particular proof is mentioned several times!

With respect to all the above documents, which can be submitted as photocopies, the awarding authority can, at a later stage, request the original copies that the bidder has to submit for viewing to the awarding authority in a period of three days. Irrespective of the required age of the documents, they have to disclose the status of the bidder that is legally relevant with respect to the requirements on the day of submitting the bid.  

The awarding authority will obtain the official record data by itself.

Further the awarding authority shall consider the official record data, submitted by the bidder in the former public procurement procedures, if official record data are not older than four months.

If the country where the bidder is established cannot issue the proofs, or documents, required by the tender documentation, the bidder can, in line with Article 42 of the Public Procurement Act, give an appropriate statement in the presence of a judicial or administrative authority, a notary, or an authorised body representing the commercial entities in the bidder’s country.  
At the contracting authority’s request, the selected bidder has to submit, the following data during the tendering procedure or during the realisation of the awarded contract: 

· data about its founders and partners including dormant and limited partners, shareholders and other owners, together with the ownership shares of the above entities; 

· data about the business entities treated as the companies associated with the main contractor in line with the law governing companies.

The selected bidder has to submit the above data in 8 days after the receipt of the awarding authority’s request.  

8. Procedures and the mode of assessing the bids:

· Late and incorrectly marked bids shall be excluded from the further procedure and returned to the senders without having been opened. 
· When assessing the bids, the awarding authority’s selection board shall consider suitability on the basis of the tender specifications. 
· The awarding authority shall exclude a bid in the case when a bidder has submitted false or incorrect details. 
· If a bid has not been presented in the way stipulated by the tender specifications, the awarding authority has the right to exclude it from the subsequent procedure.  

· Variants are not permitted. 
9. Selection of the most favourable bidder:

       When assessing the bids, the contracting authority’s selection board shall select the most 

       favourable bidder on the basis of a single criterion, the bidding price, and shall examine, if the bid 

       evaluated as the most favourable one is complete.      

10. Bidding price:

All the prices have to be expressed in euros for each part and each lot separately The final price has to include all its constituent elements. Any discounts and the VAT have to be shown separately. 
11. Queries relating to the tender documentation:

· The awarding authority shall answer such queries at least six days before the deadline for receiving the bids; the answers will be made available at the Public-Procurement Portal of the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia. 

· The awarding authority shall not answer queries over the telephone. 

· The awarding authority shall not organise a meeting with the bidders prior to the selection procedure.

13. Public opening of the bids: 
      The public opening of the bids will be held on 21 December 2011 at 12.00 am at the Jožef Stefan 
      Institute, Jamova cesta 39, Ljubljana. The representatives of the bidders wishing to be present at 
      the opening, have to present a letter authorising them to attend the event to the selection board 
      prior to the opening of the bids.  
14. Guarantees relating to the public procurement:

    All the bidders are obliged to submit:

· a Tender Bond corresponding to 5% of the total bidding value without the VAT, and stating its validity period till 30.3.2012. The awarding authority will redeem the Tender Bond if the bidder has withdrawn the bid after the public opening of the bids, or if the selected bidder has withdrawn from signing the contract determined by the tender specifications.
· a statement of the bank, according to which the bank shall, unreservedly, issue to the selected bidder:
· a Performance Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value without the VAT. The Performance Guarantee should be valid for at least one additional day after the expiry of the deadline for the completion of the business deal that is the subject of this tender.
· a Warranty Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value without the VAT, which should be submitted when signing the handover note following the functional installation of the equipment. This bank guarantee has to be valid for one additional day after the expiry of the warranty period.

15. Validity of the bid: The bid has to be valid until 30 March 2012.
16. Deadlines for signing the contract with the selected bidder:

      After adopting the report on awarding the public contract, the awarding authority shall send, in l
      line with the provisions of Article 79 of the Public Procurement Act to all the bidders, its decision 
      on awarding the public contract. 
The refused bidder can submit, to the awarding authority, a request for an additional explanation regarding the decision on awarding a public contract. This request has to clearly state which issues should be additionally explained by the awarding authority, and it should be submitted within three working days of the receipt of the notification regarding the awarding authority's decision. If the bidder’s request is not submitted duly, if it is incomplete and if it does 

not comply with the conditions for the submission of the additional explanation, the awarding authority shall dismiss the request. The awarding authority has to send the requested additional explanation regarding its decision, or a notification of the dismissal of the request, to the concerned bidder within three working days. The day of receipt of the additional explanation regarding the awarding of the public contract, or the day of the receipt of the decision on awarding the public contract if the request is dismissed are also the beginnings of the period in which a request for an audit can be submitted in line with the provisions of the Auditing of Public Procurement Procedures Act.
When sending out the notification on its decision, the awarding authority shall also invite the selected bidder to sign the contract in line with the specifications of the bid. If the selected bidder does not respond to this invitation (within 10 days of the receipt of the notification regarding the awarding of the public contract), it shall be considered that the bidder withdrew from the bidding procedure. In this case the awarding authority shall redeem the Tender Bond irrespective of the bidder’s reasons for withdrawal.

17.   Warning – relating to the selection of the bid:
During the tender procedure, neither the awarding authority nor the interested bidders shall be involved in any activities with which they could influence the selection of the bid.

18.   Warning – relating to the contract implementation:


During the period between the selection of the bid and the start of the contract validity, neither the awarding authority nor the selected bidder shall be involved in activities with which they could stop the implementation, or the completion, of the contract.

19.   Warning – relating to the termination of the awarding procedure:
If the procedure is stopped due to a request for auditing, none of the parties is allowed to carry out any actions that would make the cancellation, or the change, of the decision concerning the selected bidder difficult, or would affect the impartiality of the audit committee.

20.  Legal instruction:

Legal protection of the bidders involved in the public procurement is provided by the Act on the Legal Protection in Public Procurement Procedures (ALPPPP) (the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 43/11). 

A request for legal protection in public-procurement procedures may be submitted during all phases of the awarding procedure and be brought against any activity of the contracting authority unless PPA-2 or ALPPPP provide otherwise. The request for legal protection may be submitted only by a designated person determined in Article 14 of the ALPPPP. 
A request for revision shall contain:

1. the name and address of the applicant for the revision and the contact person,

2. the name of the contracting authority,

3. the reference number of the public tender,

4. the subject of the public tender,

5. the alleged violations,

6. the facts and proofs relating to violations,

7. the letter of authorisation for representation in the pre-revision and revision procedures if the applicant for revision acts through a representative,

8. the notification about any EU co-financing involved in the concerned public-tender procedure specifying the EU funds used.  

In line with the first and the second paragraphs of Article 71 of the ALPPPP, the applicant for the revision shall enclose, to its request, a bank notice certifying that the bidder had paid a tax.

3.  DESCRIPTION OF THE TENDERED EQUIPMENT  

The subject of the public tender is a system for high-resolution magnetic resonance imaging, which will be used in material science and in studies of biological systems. The system will be based on a 400 MHz high-resolution NMR superconductive magnet and a fully digital spectrometer. Strong magnetic field of the magnet will provide high spatial resolution and low noise in acquired magnetic resonance images, while the modern spectrometer will enable development of new methods of MR imaging and NMR spectroscopy. Suppliers (or supplier) must deliver the superconducting NMR magnet and spectrometer to the purchaser in full. There must be an efficient technical support for the system installation until the specified technical requirements are met.

With this contract the Client and the Supplier agree on their mutual rights and obligations, necessary for the smooth operation of purchasing and selling the following device:

specified, in detail, in the pro-forma invoice with the ref. number ………..... as of ………….... that is an integral part of this contract.

Article 2

VALUE OF THE CONTRACT

The value of the above equipment is …….………….. euros. The price does not include the VAT.

Article 3

DELIVERY TERMS

The delivery period for the equipment that is the subject of this contract is ………......... after the date of the contract. 
The Supplier shall provide, without additional cost to the Client, transportation including insurance coverage at the Client’s address. The Supplier shall notify the Client of the intended delivery by fax, e-mail, in writing or by telephone, at least 3 working days prior to the delivery. 

The Client shall sign the handover note after the equipment has been correctly delivered and the Supplier has presented to the Client the warranty certificates and the Warranty Bond.  
The Supplier shall provide the delivery of the equipment with his own professionally qualified staff or with the subcontractors, listed in tender documentation. If the Client finds that the work is carried out by the subcontractor not listed in the tender, he is entitled to cancel the contract and to realize the Performance Bond. The Supplier reserves the right to verify any time subcontractor employees performing work. All employees are required to give credible information.
Article 4

PAYMENT TERMS

The Supplier shall issue the invoices to the Client in the following order:  

· for 50% of the contractual amount after the signing of the contract,

· for 50% of the contractual amount after the Client receives the equipment, on the basis of the handover note signed by the Client and the Supplier. 

The Client is obliged to pay an invoice for the goods, i.e., the equipment, within 30 days of the correct issuing of the invoice.                               

The contracting parties agree that, in the case of a late payment, the Client has to pay the default interest. 

The Supplier has to enclose, to its own invoice, any invoices issued by the subcontractor(s) that the Supplier had previously approved of. By signing the contract, the Supplier authorises the Client to make direct payments to the subcontractor(s) on the basis of approved invoices and an appropriately concluded contract of assignment. When acting together with one or more subcontractors, the Supplier shall make a contract or contracts with the subcontractor(s) specifying, in detail, the type and scope of the activities carried out by the subcontractor(s) and the price(s) charged for the provision of the concerned goods or services. The Suppler is fully liable for the realisation of the tasks carried out by the subcontractor(s), as if the supplier had carried them out by itself, and the client’s approval of the subcontractor(s) does not reduce the Supplier’s responsibility for an efficient and timely realisation of the contractual services relating to the supply of the equipment. At the same time the subcontractor(s) also agree(s) that the Client makes direct payments to the Subcontractor(s).

If, after the conclusion of this public contract, the Supplier replaces its subcontractor or makes a contract with another subcontractor, the Supplier shall submit the following documents to the Client within 5 days of this change:

· a written statement that all uncontested obligations to the previous subcontractor have been settled;

· a written authorisation to the Client to make direct payments to the new subcontractor for the services provided; 

· a written consent of the new subcontractor to direct payments.

Article 5

DOCUMENTATION

The Supplier will submit to the Client the following documentation:

· Invoice

· Delivery note (with an exact list of delivered parts, data about the gross and net weight)

· Technical documentation and instructions for use

· Precise installation instruction 

· Handover note – final acceptance certificate

· Warranty certificate

It is preferable for the documentation to be in Slovene or English.

Article 6
BANK GUARANTEES

To guarantee a successful realisation of the contractual obligations, within 10 days of the conclusion of this contract, the Supplier shall submit to the Client the Performance Bond corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value, without the VAT, which has to be valid for at least one additional day after the deadline for the completion of the business deal.

With respect to eliminating the errors during the warranty period, when signing the handover note, the Supplier shall submit to the Client the Warranty Bond corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value, without the VAT, which has to be valid for one additional day after the expiry of the warranty period determined in the warranty certificate.  

Article 7
SUPPLIER GUARANTEES    
The responsibility for keeping the equipment undamaged is transferred from the Supplier to the Client once the equipment is delivered to the Client. 

The Supplier guarantees to the Client:

· that the equipment is new, not used and free of any actual and legal defects;

· that the supplied equipment functions perfectly and that it complies fully with all technical descriptions, characteristics and specifications, provided by the Client;

· that the Client shall acquire all the rights related to the equipment, while the Supplier shall duly perform all the obligations related to the equipment.

The Supplier provides the Client with a warrantee to cover the quality of the equipment and its smooth operation at least to an extent equal to the extent of the warrantee given by the producer of the equipment to the Supplier, i.e., ……...years following the date of the receipt of the equipment. 

During the warrantee period the Supplier shall provide for emergency services responding to the Client by E-mail or telephone within one working day after the receipt of a notification. If an on-site repair service is needed, the Supplier shall provide it within 15 working days after the problem has been identified. 

If the equipment has not been repaired within the above period, the Supplier shall provide, for the time during which the equipment is being repaired, an equivalent substitute piece of the equipment or a part of the equipment. In this case the warranty period shall be extended by a time equal to the duration of the repair work.  

All transport costs and other costs relating to the repair work made during the warranty period are charged to the Supplier. 

Article 8
ANTI-CORRUPTION CLAUSE 
If it is found that, during the execution of the public tendering, on the basis of which this contract has been made, or during the execution of this contract, anyone acting in the name of – or on the account of – the Supplier, has promised, offered or given any undue advantage to the Client (the contracting authority), or those employees that had a decisive influence on the choice of the Supplier, in order:  

· to win this public contract, 

· to conclude this contract under more favourable conditions, 

· to omit due diligence in the supervision of the contract implementation,

· to carry out any other act or omission causing damage to the Client or allowing the Client or its employees to obtain an undue advantage,

this contract will be void.

In the case of an alleged existence of the conditions from the first paragraph of this article or from a notification of the Commission for the Prevention of Corruption, or any other responsible body, relating to their alleged existence, the Client shall initiate the proceedings for invalidity of the contract from the first paragraph of this article, or any other measures, in line with the regulations of the Republic of Slovenia. 

Article 9
FINAL PROVISIONS

The contracting parties shall determine all the amendments to this contract, after a previously reached agreement, with the annexes to this contract.  

The contracting parties shall resolve any disagreement relating to the realisation of this contract by common consent. 

In the case that the contracting parties cannot settle a dispute by common consent, they shall abide by the decision of the competent court in Ljubljana. 

This contract comes into force on the day when it is signed by both contracting parties, provided that the supplier submits the Performance Bond within the deadline determined in Article 6 of this contract. 

The contract is drawn up in four identical copies so that each contracting party receives two copies.
