TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION AND SPECIFICATIONS OF THE EQUIPMENT
The subject of the public-tender is the supply of TRUE-COLOR OPTICAL 3D SURFACE MEASUREMENT DEVICE.
Basic framework consists of an optical microscope which provides a true-color high-resolution 3D surface measurement. Minimal requirements are the following:

· Illumination source is white light, additionally a polarization option should enable observation of surfaces with strong reflections and steep flanks

· Manual revolver for objectives. A series of at least five objectives covering at least the range from 2.5× to 100× in roughly equidistant steps.

· Motorized XY table and motorized z stage. There should be the ability to measure areas larger than a respective objective covers by stitching several areas in one.

· Vertical resolution (using the objective with the highest magnification) of at least 15 nm, horizontal resolution at least 500 nm. Maximum vertical measurement range at least 15 mm. Maximum vertical size of the object at least 150 mm.

· All required supply systems (electronics, steering); PC with peripherials (monitor, keyboard)

· Software for computer control of the system (movements, acquisition, basic presentation, export into standard formats). The analysis software should include standard 2D and 3D manipulation (fitting, zooming, rotation, filtering), standard 2D and 3D evaluation (roughness, form, step size, volume calculation), and standard 3D presentation (true color, false color, perspective view). Advanced analysis options should enable calculation of differences between two profiles, evaluation of cutting edges and fitting to complex shapes (ball, cone, cylinder).

· Tools for ex-situ measurement (e.g. using a paste for forming a negative)

· Sample holder for shank tools with the ability to change tilt and rotation angle

· Transport, and on site installation and training 
· The systeme must be CE marked

Article 1

The contracting parties have established that, in line with the Public Procurement Act, the client awarded the contract to the most cost-effective bidder with regard to the realisation of the supply requirement expressed in the public tender published on the Public Procurement Portal of the Republic of Slovenia under the reference number JN5190/2010.
With this contract the client and the contractor agree on their mutual rights and obligations, necessary for the smooth operation of purchasing and selling the following device:

Article 2

Article 3

The delivery period for the equipment that is the subject of this contract is ………..... after the date of the contract. 

The contractor shall provide free-of-charge transportation of the equipment and its functional installation.   

The client shall sign the handover note after establishing that the correctly delivered equipment has been properly installed and that the contractor presented to the client the warranty certificates and the Warranty Guarantee.  

Article 4

The contractor shall issue the invoices to the client in the following order:  

· for 40% of the contractual amount after the signing of the contract,

· for 50% of the contractual amount after the contractor receives the equipment,

· for 10% of the contractual amount after the functional installation of the equipment, on the basis of the handover note signed by the client and the contractor. 

The client is obliged to pay an invoice for the goods, i.e., the equipment, within………..days of the correct issuing of the invoice.  

The contracting parties agree that, in the case of a late payment, the client has to pay the default interest. 

Article 5

To guarantee a successful realisation of the contractual obligations, within 10 days of the conclusion of this contract, the contractor shall submit to the client the Performance Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value, without the VAT, which has to be valid for at least 30 days after the functional installation of the equipment.    

With respect to correcting any faults within the warranty period, when signing the handover note, the contractor shall submit to the client the Warranty Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value, without the VAT, which has to be valid for one additional day after the expiry of the warranty period determined in the warranty certificate. 

Article 6

The responsibility for keeping the equipment undamaged is transferred from the contractor to the client once the equipment is delivered to the client. 

The contractor provides the client with a warrantee to cover the quality of the equipment and its smooth operation at least to an extent equal to the extent of the warrantee given by the producer of the equipment to the contractor, i.e., ……years following the date of the receipt of the equipment. 

During the warrantee period the contractor shall provide for an on-site repair service that shall be carried out in a response time of 48 hours after the receipt of a notification.   

If the equipment has not been repaired within the above period, the contractor shall provide, for the time during which the equipment is being repaired, an equivalent substitute piece of equipment or a part of the equipment. In this case the warranty period shall be extended by a time equal to the duration of the repair work.  

All transport costs and other costs relating to the repair work made during the warranty period are charged to the contractor. 

Article 7

The contractor declares that neither the contractor nor anybody else acting on the contractor’s behalf did promise, offer or give any reward to an employee of the client or another person that might have influenced the client’s decision during the procedure of awarding the public contract with the purpose of influencing the content of the contract, any act or decision of the client relating to the tender before, during or after the selection of the bidder.
