TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION AND SPECIFICATIONS OF THE EQUIPMENT
Purpose: basic research and materials

Research field: inorganic chemistry, spectroscopy, materials

The subject of the public-tender is the supply of RAMAN SPECTROMETER with the following technical characteristics:

1.
SPECTROMETER

· Focal length: at least 800 mm

· Spectral resolution: better than 0.35 cm-1/pixel at 633 nm with a 1800 gr/mm grating

· Spectral range: at least 50 cm-1 to 4500 cm-1
· Gratings: at least two gratings 600gr/mm and 1800 gr/mm. Grating selection must be fully automated and software controlled 

2.
DETECTOR

· CCD chip size: at least 25 mm in width and at least 1024x256 pixels. The full chip (1024 pixels) must be used to acquire the spectral data with no spectral distortion

· CCD chip:  Open Electrode CCD with quantum efficiency of at least 30% from 500nm to 800nm and a peak QE of at least 60%
· CCD cooling: by thermoelectric effect (Pelletier) down to -70°C

3.  FILTERS

· Edge filters: the Edge filters must operate in injection/rejection mode: the same Edge filter reflects the laser into the microscope and rejects the Rayleigh light

· Edge filters low-frequency limit: the filters must allow performing measurements down to 50 cm-1
4.
CONFOCAL MICROSCOPE

· Open microscope: The instrument must include an open microscope with free space under the objective turret, allowing  microscopic measurements on large objects
· Confocality: The instrument must be equipped with an automated true confocal aperture with continuously variable size
· Spatial resolution: The system must provide a lateral resolution of 1 µm or better and an axial (depth) resolution of 2 µm or better
· Coupling: the system must have a directly coupled microscope without fibber optics

· Integrated microscope: The microscope must be integrated in the main frame of the system to ensure highest spatial resolution, sensitivity and stability.

5.
MACRO SAMPLER

· Horizontal beam: The system should be equipped with a macro-sampler accessory with a horizontal beam, equipped with a lens of 40-mm focal length

· Large sample: The macro-sampler should allow to measure large samples. In particular, it must allow measuring Raman spectra of a sample at the bottom of a 30-cm glass or polymer tube positioned vertically, while the location of a sample of interest is 18 mm from the outer wall of the tube 

· Liquid: The macro-sampler should be equipped with a cuvette holder and back reflecting mirror to obtain a multipass effect to enhance the Raman signal when measuring liquids

6. LASERS

· Laser lines: The system should be equipped with two laser lines: 532 nm and 633 nm (with high beam quality and circular beam profiles). The system must include all the necessary optics, and mechanical adaptations for coupling the lasers. 
· Density filters: The system must allow to control laser beam power using software-controlled density filters

· Laser selection: The system must be fully automated, including laser switching. The system should not require periodic realignment of the lasers.
7. COMPUTER AND SOFTWARE

· PC: The system must include a dedicated PC and software for instrument control, data acquisition and handling.

· Scripts:  the software of the Raman system should allow the operator to program customized data acquisition or treatment routines using to control the different system functions, so one can define its own measurements routines according to the application.

· Software: Software for acquisition and handling of data should work in Windows XP Professional/Vista Ultimate environment. In case some other OS is supported, the connectivity with Windows OS should be provided, including the ability of data conversion into standard ASCII/binary type of files

· Upgrade: The policy of software upgrade should be defined

Article 1

The contracting parties have established that, in line with the Public Procurement Act, the client awarded the contract to the most cost-effective bidder with regard to the realisation of the supply requirement expressed in the public tender published on the Public Procurement Portal of the Republic of Slovenia under the reference number JN…………………. .
With this contract the client and the contractor agree on their mutual rights and obligations, necessary for the smooth operation of purchasing and selling the following device:

specified, in detail, in the Offer …………....... as of ...………….  that is integral part of this contract.  

Article 2

The value of the above equipment is …….………….. EUR. The price does not include the VAT.

Article 3

The delivery period for the equipment that is the subject of this contract is ………..... after the date of the contract. 

The contractor shall provide free-of-charge transportation of the equipment and its functional installation.   

The client shall sign the handover note after establishing that the correctly delivered equipment has been properly installed and that the contractor presented to the client the warranty certificates and the Warranty Guarantee.  

Article 4

The contractor shall issue the invoices to the client in the following order:  

· for 40% of the contractual amount after the signing of the contract,

· for 50% of the contractual amount after the contractor receives the equipment,

· for 10% of the contractual amount after the functional installation of the equipment, on the basis of the handover note signed by the client and the contractor.

Article 5

To guarantee a successful realisation of the contractual obligations, within 10 days of the conclusion of this contract, the contractor shall submit to the client the Performance Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value, without the VAT, which has to be valid for at least 30 days after the functional installation of the equipment.    

With respect to correcting any faults within the warranty period, when signing the handover note, the contractor shall submit to the client the Warranty Guarantee corresponding to 9% of the total contractual value, without the VAT, which has to be valid for one additional day after the expiry of the warranty period determined in the warranty certificate. 

Article 6

The responsibility for keeping the equipment undamaged is transferred from the contractor to the client once the equipment is delivered to the client. 

The contractor provides the client with a warrantee to cover the quality of the equipment and its smooth operation at least to an extent equal to the extent of the warrantee given by the producer of the equipment to the contractor, i.e., ……years following the date of the receipt of the equipment.

Article 7
